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Criteria for Selecting Traveling Team
Selection to Lamorinda Water Polo (LWP) traveling team, for “Special Competitions”, is by invitation only.  The “traveling team” is an elite-level group.  The members are selected at the sole discretion of the coach.  Upon selection, the coach will review the proposed roster and receive “final approval” from the Executive Head Coach.  
Every LWP registered athlete will be considered and are encouraged to put forth their best effort to be included in the selection process.  Once selected, the athlete must remain fully committed to the team to ensure participation in the event.  Athletes on a “traveling team” are not guaranteed or entitled to any specified playing time at “Special Competitions”.  Playing time is at the sole discretion of the coach.  A signed “Play Time” policy must be on file.  

Examples of “Special Competitions” include, but are not limited to, the USAWP National Junior Olympics (JOs), United States Club Championships (USCCs), Speedo Cup, Los Alamitos Winterfest, San Diego County Cup, and any international travel tournaments.  Head count on the official rosters are specified and limited by the host organization. 

The following is the guideline utilized by the coaching staff to evaluate players. These guidelines may be adhered to in part or in their entirety:

1. Attendance and Punctuality at all practices and tournaments.  Attendance at practices and competitions leading up to a trip is required.  

2. Attitude of player towards coaches, teammates, referees, officials, and the other team’s players.  

3. Player’s Ability and Skill level; and their ability to work within a team concept as determined by the coach.

4. Qualifying Tournaments- If a tournament requires the team to qualify, the player must attend the qualifying tournament (i.e. all players must attend the Junior Olympic Qualifying Tournament in order to attend the Junior Olympics).

5. Behavior of athletes at practices, at previous tournaments, on trips, or at LWP activities and social events will be taken into account.  Please refer to the LWP Code of Conduct document.
